Lock-in Rules and Regulations:  
To ensure safety and order, it’s important that parents and students understand the rules:  

• Lock in begins at 6:00 PM on Friday, October 28th and ends at 11:00 PM. 
• Parents will drop their students off promptly before 6:00 PM Friday and pick them up promptly at 11:00 

pm.  
• Parents must arrange a plan with their child so they know where they will be parked for pick-up. 

Students will have their cellphones turned on after the event is over.  Admin and staff will be out front 
but only to monitor crosswalks and traffic safety.. Parents must communicate with children directly. 
Students are NOT permitted to walk or bike home without parent/guardian. 

• NO COSTUMES but neon and black-light reactive clothing encouraged.  
• No food or drink should be brought to the Lock-in. Snacks and drinks will be provided. If child has specific 

dietary needs, please notify Rebecca-Long@scusd.edu prior to the event.  
• Do not bring money or valuables-you do not need them.  

• Cell phones are allowed but must be powered off and stored throughout the event until pick up time 

to communicate with parent/guardian. Someone will be available to answer the school phone 
during the event in case of emergency. (916) 395-5302 

• All bags brought to the lock-in are subject to search by the Teachers/Staff/Administration.  
• No medication will be allowed unless the parent notifies us in advance at bottom of form. Please provide to 

Staff at Check-In with a Ziploc bag and instructions for use. 
• No one is allowed to leave the Lock-in until 11:00 PM, unless arranged with administration. 
• Treat all property, games, and people with respect. Students and their parents are responsible for any 

damage they cause. Any serious behavior issues will result in removal from the event until a 
parent/guardian picks them up.
